Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of a motion filed by Casino Transportation, Inc. (“CTI”), on August 27, 2001 to strike the reply filed by Casino Coach, Inc. (“Casino Coach”), to the application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) filed by CTI.  On August 30, 2001, Casino Coach filed its reply to CTI’s motion to strike.

2. On August 29, 2001, the Commission considered the application of CTI for RRR of Commission Decision No. C01-727.  In that decision, we dismissed the complaint of CTI alleging that Casino Coach was operating within the scope of the contract carrier authority requested in Docket No. 99A-617BP without Commission authority, and granted Casino Coach’s application for contract carrier authority.  The order denying CTI’s application for RRR was adopted in the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting on August 29, 2001 and was mailed on September 6, 2001.

3. The motion of CTI to strike Casino Coach’s reply to CTI’s application for RRR was not docketed until the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting of September 12, 2001, six days after the effective date of Commission Decision No. C01-907, that denied the application for RRR.  Therefore, the motion of CTI to strike Casino Coach’s reply to the application for RRR is moot and is denied.

4. Now, being duly advised in the premises, we will deny as moot, the motion of CTI to strike Casino Coach’s reply to its application for RRR.

1. The motion of Casino Transportation, Inc., to strike Casino Coach, Inc.’s reply to its application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration is denied as moot.
