I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 21, 2001, Tony M. James, doing business as Top Gun Express ("Top Gun"), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 3, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Top Gun provides scheduled service between points in Colorado Springs and the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport and Denver International Airport, under temporary authority grantd by in Docket No. 01A-193CP by Decision No. C01-0612.

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 3 reduces service between points in Colorado Springs and the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport and Denver International Airport from four round-trips Monday through Saturday and two round trips on Sunday to two daily round-trips 

3. In support of this filing Top Gun states the recent tragedies of New York and Washington, D.C. have resulted in an immediate drop of up to 80% in the demand for service between points in Colorado Springs and the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport and Denver International Airport.  Top Gun further states it is incurring significant financial losses in the operation of its existing schedules.  Therefore, to decrease its financial losses by reducing the number of daily round-trips, Top Gun requests that the proposed time schedule changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. The Commission is fully aware of the significant reduction in the number of passengers currently travelling by commercial airlines.  The restrictions imposed by Denver International Airport and Colorado Springs Municipal Airport on ground transportation carriers as Top Gun have also limited Top Guns ability to provide scheduled service at the arrival and departure times named in its existing schedule.

5. Therefore, granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice addresses the new restrictions imposed on carriers such as Top Gun and the concerns expressed by Top gun as to its ability to continue to provide transportation services to the public.

6. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.
7. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 3 and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The application by Tony M. James, doing business as Top Gun Express to publish Time Schedule No. 3, on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

9. Passenger Time Schedule No. 3, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission  and the general public.

10. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
