I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 15 2001, Larry Johnson doing business as Peak to Peak Casino Shuttle (“Peak to Peak”), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 2, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Peak to Peak provides scheduled service between Estes Park and Black Hawk, Colorado. 

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 reduces service from four days a week to two days a week, resulting in service on Tuesday and Sunday only.  In support of this filing, Peak to Peak states that tourist business which is seasonal, and the local population are responding somewhat slower than expected.  Therefore, to decrease its financial losses Peak to Peak requests that the proposed time schedule changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

3. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.
4. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 2 and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The application by Larry Johnson doing business as Peak to Peak Casino Shuttle to publish Time Schedule No. 2, on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

6. Passenger Time Schedule No. 2, shall be published on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission  and the general public.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
