I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On November 19, 2001, Park Taxi, LLC (“Park Taxi”), filed an application for emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows: Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within an 18-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 36 and U.S. Highway 34, in Estes Park, Colorado.

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue emergency temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Park Taxi, LLC also filed an application on October 23, 2001, in Docket 01A-488CP for emergency temporary authority and temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:  Transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service between all points within an 18-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 34 and U. S. Highway 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
4. The emergency temporary authority application in Docket No. 01A-488CP was denied on October 31, 2001, by Decision No. C01-1146.

5. The temporary authority application for Docket 01A-488CP was granted on November 29, 2001, by Decision No. C01-1227.  The authority granted by Decision C01-1227 includes all of the authority named in the emergency temporary authority application in Docket No. 01A-539CP.

6. Therefore, the emergency need for the requested transportation services named in this application does not exist.

7. This application for emergency temporary authority is denied as moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The application for emergency temporary authority filed by Park Taxi, LLC is denied.

9. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
