Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) upon its own motion pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S., to amend our previous order requiring monthly status reports concerning the status of certain negotiations between Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (“Sprint”) and Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“Qwest”).

2. In Commission Decision No. C98-103, we ordered monthly reports regarding the status of negotiations regarding the deployment of an Electronic Data Interchange (“EDI”) interface for the purpose of providing local telephone service and the Operational Support Systems (“OSS”) provided by Qwest.  Pursuant to that Order, Sprint has provided monthly reports to the Commission on the status of negotiations regarding deployment of an EDI interface.  

3. In the intervening time since that order, the substance of those negotiations has been subsumed in Commission Docket Nos. 97I-198T, 99A-577T, and 00A-141T.  Therefore, the status reports regularly filed by Sprint are no longer essential to inform the Commission as to the status of the deployment of the EDI interface and the OSS provided by Qwest.

4. Therefore, upon its own motion, the Commission will order that Sprint discontinue filing these reports and this docket be closed.

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. Upon its own motion pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S., the Commission alters Decision No. C98-103 by discontinuing the requirement that Sprint Communications, Company, L.P. submit monthly status reports on negotiations with Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc., regarding deployment of an Electronic Data Interchange interface.

2. Docket No. 96A-288T is closed on the effective date of this Order.
