I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 10, 2001, Four Winds, Inc., d.b.a. People’s Choice Transportation, Inc. (“People’s Choice”) filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 12 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  People’s Choice provides scheduled service between western Denver and Black Hawk/Central City.

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 12 proposes to reduce service by cancelling the Villa Italia stop.  Most of Villa Italia has been closed and People’s Choice is no longer allowed to stop at the site.  Passenger Time Schedule No. 12 also proposes to increase its service from the Marlee stop in west Denver by adding nine runs, enhancing service to hourly service, and changing the destination from a single casino, the Mardi Gras, to Colorado Central Station in Black Hawk.  
3. People’s Choice states that the proposal is an effort to serve the public in a timely manner without loss or disruption of service in those areas it is now allowed to service.  

4. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

5. The revisions of Passenger Time Schedule No. 12 are acceptable under the authority granted to People’s Choice.  Granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will still allow People’s Choice to continue to provide transportation for the passengers from those areas it is now allowed to serve.

6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedule No. 12, and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Four Winds, Inc., d.b.a. People’s Choice Transportation, Inc., to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 12, on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedule No. 12, filed on less-than- statutory notice, shall be published on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
