Statement

A.
Labor Limo, Inc. (“Labor Limo”), was granted permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 55680 by Decision No. C01-962 on September 19, 2001.

B.
By letter dated November 24, 2001, and received by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on December 14, 2001, Labor Limo requests an extension of time of 30 to 60 days within which to comply with the insurance filing requirements set forth in Decision No. C01-962.  We construe Labor Limo’s letter as a request to reinstate Docket No. 01A-350CP.

C.
Labor Limo was required to file certificates of insurance with the Commission within 60 days of the effective date of Decision No. C01-962.  The effective date of Decision No. C01-962 was September 24, 2001.  Therefore, Labor Limo was required to file the appropriate insurance on or before November 23, 2001.

D.
As grounds for its request, Labor Limo states that it has been unsuccessful in locating and acquiring drivers to provide the transportation service named in CPCN PUC No. 55680.  Labor Limo also states that without identified drivers it cannot provide motor vehicle records to potential insurance carriers.  This inability to provide the motor vehicle records has resulted in unexpected difficulties in acquiring the proper insurance.  Therefore, Labor Limo is requesting additional time to meet the filing requirements of Decision No. C01-962.

E.
The Commission finds that good cause exists to reinstate Docket No. 01A-350CP, and to grant an extension of time to meet the filing requirements of Decision No. C01-962.  Therefore, Labor Limo will be granted an additional 60 days within which to file the proper insurance.

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 01A-350CP is reinstated.  The request of Labor Limo, Inc., for an extension of time to meet the filing requirements set forth in Decision No. C01-962 is granted.

2. Labor Limo, Inc., shall complete the filing requirements set forth in Decision No. C01-490 within 60 days of the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
