I. statement

A. On January 18, 2001, counsel of record for Qwest Corporation, Ms. Kris A. Ciccolo, filed a Motion for Admission of Counsel Pro Hac Vice (“Motion for Admission”) in the captioned proceeding. D. Rule 21(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21(a), provides that a party to a Commission proceeding may, in the Commission’s discretion, be represented by an attorney at law currently in good standing before the highest tribunal of another state as authorized in Rule 121, § 1-2 and Rule 221 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (“CRCP”).  CRCP 221.1 allows any attorney at law in good standing from any other jurisdiction in the United States to be admitted to practice before state agencies at the discretion of the presiding administrative hearing officer.

E. The Motion for Admission and the affidavits attached thereto comply in all respects with rules cited above.  Accordingly, the Motion for Admission will be granted and the response time thereto will be waived.
