I. STATEMENT

A. On January 12, 2001, Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Wolf”), filed a Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  The hearing of this matter is currently scheduled for February 22, 2001.

B. The Motion seeks to vacate the current hearing date and to reschedule the hearing for two consecutive days sometime in March or April of this year.  It also seeks an extension of time for the filing of Applicant’s and Intervenors’ witness lists and exhibits to 30 and 20 days prior to hearing, respectively.  

C. The relief requested in the Motion is based on the need of Wolf’s recently hired operations manager for additional time to prepare the operational evidence to be presented by Applicant at hearing.  Wolf indicates that its operations manager will not be able to competently prepare such evidence between now and the currently scheduled hearing date.  Wolf also contends that the case will require two days to be heard and that two consecutive days of hearing is desirable in order to preserve the continuity of the parties’ presentations.  Wolf has agreed to waive the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in order to accommodate its continuance request.

D. Wolf’s counsel represents in the Motion that he has conferred with counsel for all Intervenors and that neither they nor their respective clients object to the relief requested therein.  Therefore, in light of the fact that the Motion is unopposed, response time thereto will be waived.

E. Good grounds having been shown, Applicant’s request to vacate and reschedule the hearing of this matter will be granted.  On or before January 31, 2001, counsel for Applicant and all Intervenors shall provide the undersigned with a written advisement of their availability for hearing on two consecutive days in March, April, and May of this year.  Subsequent to receiving that advisement, the undersigned will issue an interim order resetting the hearing and establishing a procedural schedule governing this case.  The procedural schedule will include, among other things, specific dates for the filing of witness lists and exhibits.

F. Granting a continuance of the hearing to future unknown dates produces uncertainty as to the time that will be required to finalize this proceeding.  As a result, the undersigned deems it necessary that Applicant waive the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., at this time.  Therefore, Applicant’s request for such a waiver contained in Paragraph VII of the Motion will be granted.   

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing filed by Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, on January 12, 2001 is granted, consistent with the provisions of this Order.

2. Response time to the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing is waived.

3. On or before January 31, 2001, counsel for all parties to this proceeding shall provide the undersigned with a written advisement of their availability for hearing on two consecutive days in March, April, and May of this year.

4. The request of Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, for waiver of the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is granted.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
