I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. This matter comes before the Hearing Commissioner for consideration of the Motion to Incorporate Phase I Record into Phase II of Docket filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”).  The motion requests that the record established in Phase I of this docket be incorporated into the pending Phase II proceedings.  I understand the motion to mean that, although the scope of Phase II will not be affected (e.g. Phase I issues cannot be relitigated in Phase II), the record from Phase I may be considered by the Commission in rendering its decision in the current phase of this docket.  Commission Staff, Public Service Company of Colorado, and the City and County of Denver filed responses to the OCC’s motion.  None of these parties opposes the motion.  Good grounds having been stated, I will grant it.  The record from Phase I of Docket No. 99A-549E will be considered as part of the record in these Phase II proceedings.

2. Public Service Company and Staff requested certain clarification of any order incorporating the Phase I record into these Phase II proceedings.  Specifically, Public Service requested clarification that such an order does not affect the finality of the Commission’s decision in Phase I.  I note that the administrative finality of the Phase I decision was discussed by the Commission in its order.  See Decision No. C00-1464.  This order incorporating the Phase I record into the Phase II proceedings does not affect the finality of the Phase I decision in any manner.  Staff requested clarification concerning the scope of examination and cross-examination in these Phase II proceedings.  In response, I observe that the OCC’s motion does not affect the scope of the pending case.  This proceeding concerns Phase II issues (e.g. supply-side resources proposed by Public Service as part of Phase II of its 1999 Integrated Resource Plan).  Any matter relevant to Phase II issues may be investigated at hearing through appropriate examination and cross-examination.  Whether specific questions are proper and relevant to this proceeding will be determined at the hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

The Motion to Incorporate Phase I Record into Phase II of Docket filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.
