I. statement

A. By Decision No. R01-90-I, January 29, 2001, Respondent Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) was ordered not to terminate service to the complainant, Central & Pacific Telephone Company (“Central & Pacific”).  As a condition of that order, Central & Pacific was ordered to provide a cash or corporate surety bond in the amount of $25,000 to Qwest no later than 4:00 p.m. on February 1, 2000.

B. On July 31, 2001, Complainant filed its request for an extension of time to comply with the bond requirement.  Complainant states that the order prohibiting termination of service allowed only 72 hours to secure a $25,000 bond.  Complainant states that it is working with insurance companies to obtain such a bond but the insurance companies cannot meet the deadline.  Central and Pacific alleges that it has the cost of the bond, $750.  It seeks a one-week extension of time to comply with the bond requirement.

C. The order prohibiting shut off did require a substantial bond.  A brief extension as sought by the complainant is warranted.  There is no change to the other condition of the order, namely, that Central and Pacific must pay all bills for service after the entry of that order as they become due or service may be terminated.

II. ORDER

D. The Commission Orders That:

1. Decision No. R01-90-I is modified as follows.  Central & Pacific Telephone Company shall have until 4:00 p.m. February 8, 2001 to post a cash or corporate surety bond (from a surety licensed to do business in Colorado) in the amount of $25,000 with Qwest Corporation.  In all other respects Decision No. R01-90-I remains in full force and effect.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
