I. STATEMENT

A. On January 24, 2001, the undersigned granted the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing filed by the Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Applicant”), in the captioned proceeding.  See, Interim Order No. R01-54-I.

Applicable provisions of the discovery rules and procedures found at Rule 77 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-77, shall govern this proceeding, except as follows:  (a) all discovery requests shall be served on or before March 2, 2001; (b) any objection to discovery shall be faxed to counsel for the party initiating the discovery on or before 5:00 p.m. on the day the objection is filed with the Commission; (c) any discovery motion shall be filed on or before March 23, 2001 and shall be faxed to counsel for the party from whom the relief is being sought on or before 5:00 p.m. on the day the motion is filed with the Commission; (d) any response to a discovery motion shall be filed within five business days of the receipt of the motion and shall be faxed to counsel for the party filing the motion on or before 5:00 p.m. on the day the motion is filed with the Commission.
