I. statement

A. On February 5, 2001, Rye Telephone Company, Farmers Telephone Company, and Nucla-Naturita Telephone Company (“Rural Companies”) filed their Motion for Continuance of Hearing or in the Alternative, Testimony Filing Dates.  By this motion the Rural Companies seek to continue the matter, currently scheduled for March 13 and 14, 2001, for approximately 30 days.  The grounds for the request are that the Rural Companies have reached a settlement in principal concerning this docket and another related docket, Docket No. 00A-561T.  The Rural Companies suggest that if a settlement is filed they will not be filing formal testimony.  In the alternative, the Rural Companies seek an extension of time for the prefiling of testimony from February 16, 2001 until at least February 23, 2001.  It is represented that the Applicant does not oppose such an extension.
