I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) made a self-titled Compliance Filing Modifying Qwest’s SGAT to Adopt Collocation Provisioning Intervals Set by the Federal Communications Commission ("FCC") on November 22, 2001.  Decision No. R00‑1394-I permitted interested parties to respond to this filing by December 18, 2001. AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., Rhythms Links, Inc., Covad Communications Company, and ICG Telecom Group, Inc., responded to the Qwest filing.

B. As an initial matter, the parties have captioned their filings as either joint filings in Docket Nos 99A-577T and 97A‑198T, or as filings in Docket No. 99A-577T alone. Filings on this issue should be directed to Docket No. 97A-198T. Docket No. 99A-577T involves Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions (“SGAT”) costing and pricing issues; Docket No. 97A-198T concerns the terms and conditions in the SGAT. The issue of collocation intervals is a term and condition within the SGAT, and thus belongs in Docket No. 97A-198T.

C. Turning to the substance of Qwest’s filing, it is clear that the disagreements over this filing involve conflicting interpretations of two FCC orders and the Qwest waiver petition before the FCC. In the Matter of Deployment of Wireline Services Offering Advanced Telecommunications Capability, CC Docket No. 98‑147:  1) Memorandum Opinion and Order; 2) Order on Reconsideration and Second Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in CC Docket No. 98-147 and Fifth Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in CC Docket No. 96-98; 3) Petition for Conditional Waiver; and, 4) Petition of Qwest Corporation for Clarification or, in the Alternative, Reconsideration. The Order, Order on Reconsideration, Petition for Waiver and Petition for Reconsideration will be made part of this record. 

D. Now that these filings are in the record, the hearing commissioner will allow the parties ten days from the mailing date of this order to comment on their relevance to and meaning in this docket and, specifically, to Qwest’s Compliance Filing. Parties are instructed not to repeat arguments that have already been made with respect to Qwest's Compliance Filing.  

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Federal Communications Commission orders referenced above, and Qwest Corporation's Compliance Filing Modifying Qwest’s SGAT to Adopt Collocation Provisioning Intervals Set ("Qwest’s Compliance Filing"), will be made part of the record in this docket.

2. Parties to this docket may file comments within ten days from the Mailed Date of this Order on the relevance to and meaning in this docket of the above referenced Federal Communications Commission orders and filings, and specifically, in regard to Qwest’s Compliance Filing.
