I. statement

A. This accelerated complaint was filed by WorldCom, Inc. (“WorldCom”), on February 1, 2001.  The Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer on February 5, 2001.  An Answer was filed on February 12, 2001 by Respondent Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”).  Both WorldCom and Qwest state in their respective pleadings that the matter can be resolved on briefs without an evidentiary hearing.  A telephone conference between counsel for the parties and the assigned Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) was held on February 16, 2001.  The ALJ agrees that this proceeding can be decided on briefing alone, provided that relevant portions of the interconnection agreement and the tariffs which are the subject of this proceeding are made a part of the record.  Therefore the hearing that was scheduled in this matter for March 5, 2001 is vacated at a briefing schedule established by the order set forth below.

II. order

B. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing in this matter set for March 5, 2001 is vacated.

2. This proceeding will be decided on the briefs.  The briefing schedule is as follows:  WorldCom, Inc., shall file its opening brief by February 27, 2001; Qwest Corporation shall file an answer brief by March 9, 2001; and WorldCom, Inc., shall file its closing brief by March 14, 2001.

3. WorldCom, Inc., shall attach the relevant portions of the interconnection agreement and the tariff to its opening brief.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
