I. statement

A. On February 15, 2001, the City and County of Denver (“Denver”) and the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad Company (“BNSF”) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File a Construction and Maintenance Agreement with the Commission.

B. By Decision No. R00-898, Denver and BNSF were ordered to file a construction and maintenance agreement with the Commission within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.

C. By Decision No. R00-1238-I, a motion by Denver and BNSF for an extension of time to file the agreement was granted.  Denver and BNSF was granted an extension to and including February 15, 2001 to file the agreement.

D. Denver and BNSF state that the parties have reached an agreement on the terms of the construction and maintenance agreement.  The parties need an additional six weeks to obtain the necessary signatures.  Denver and BNSF request an additional extension of time to and including April 4, 2001 to file the agreement.

E. No objections to the Motion were filed with the Commission.

F. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Denver and BNSF for an extension of time to file the construction and maintenance agreement with the Commission will be granted.
