I. statement

A. On February 28, 2001 Complainant Central & Pacific Telephone Co. filed its motion seeking to have the hearing delayed to allow it to obtain legal counsel.
  Qwest Corporation filed a response on March 5, 2001.  For the reasons set forth below the motion should be granted in part and a new hearing date set.

B. Complainant’s motion was filed less than a week after the assigned Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R01-184-I.  That Decision clarified that Central & Pacific would need legal representation if it sought anything more than to make a statement through one of its officers.  It thus appears to be a logical response to that Decision.  Qwest is protected from further financial harm through the operation of Decision No. R01-90-I, which required Complainant to post a bond of $25,000 as well as keep current in its accounts with Qwest as a condition of receiving continued service.  Therefore a short continuance will be allowed to enable Complainant to obtain counsel.
