I. statement

A. On March 13, 2001, Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver (“Complainant”) filed a Motion to Terminate Expedited Status and Motion to Shorten or Waive Response Time.

B. Complainant filed an expedited complaint on February 23, 2001.

C. Complainant requests in its motion that the Commission transform the case to a non-expedited complaint proceeding, or alternatively, leave for Complainant to withdraw its complaint and refile as a non-expedited complaint.  Complainant makes the request since it believes that it must conduct discovery, which is not allowed under the Commission’s expedited complaint procedure.

D. Complainant states in its motion that it has been informed by Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado that it objects to the motion.

E. The hearing of the complaint is currently scheduled for March 19, 2001.  Since the hearing is fast approaching, it is necessary to issue an order on the motion, and thus response time will be waived.

F. The request of Complainant to terminate the expedited status of the complaint, and to consider the matter, as a non-expedited complaint will be granted.

II. order

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver to terminate expedited status of its complaint is granted.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for March 19, 2001 is vacated.

4. Counsel for Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver shall within ten days of the effective date of this Order, file with the Comission in writing, acceptable hearing dates with all parties of record.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
