I. STATEMENT

A.
On March 13, 2001, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”), filed a Motion for Continuance of Hearing (“Motion for Continuance”) and a Motion for Leave to Late File Staff’s Witness and Exhibit List (“Motion for Leave”) in the captioned proceeding.

B.
The Motion for Continuance requests that the hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for March 29, 2001, be vacated and that the hearing be reset for sometime in the latter part of April of this year.  The Motion for Leave requests that 

Staff be allowed to late-file its witness and exhibits list on March 21, 2001.

C.
On March 19, 2001, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R01-269-I.  That decision required that any desired responses to the Motions be filed on or before March 23, 2001.  No responses to either of the Motions were filed as of that date.

D.
In support of the Motion to Continue, Staff states that its legal counsel was out of the office on family medical leave until March 12, 2001.  In addition, Staff’s counsel is involved in the preparation of a brief in another matter that must be filed with the Colorado Supreme Court one day after the current hearing date.  In support of the Motion for Leave, Staff indicates that that it did not receive a copy of the Commission Order establishing the February 27, 2001 filing deadline for its witness and exhibits list until after that date.  Therefore, it could not have met that filing deadline.

E.
Since no responses have been filed to the Motions it must be presumed that no other party objects to the relief requested therein.  Good grounds having been shown, the Motions will be granted.

1. The Motion for Continuance for Hearing and for Leave to Late File Witness and Exhibit List filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on March 13, 2001, is granted.
