I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On March 30, 2001, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. and AT&T Local Services on behalf of TCG Colorado (collectively, "AT&T"), and WorldCom, Inc., jointly filed a motion for a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(d)(1), to permit AT&T and WorldCom, Inc., to exceed the 30-page limit in regard to their joint brief in this proceeding.

B. Now being duly advised in the premises and good cause having been stated, the request for joint motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The joint motion by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., AT&T Local Services on behalf of TCG Colorado, and WorldCom, Inc., for a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(d)(1), is granted.  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., AT&T Local Services on behalf of TCG Colorado, and WorldCom, Inc., shall be permited to exceed to the 30-page limit in regard to their joint brief in this proceeding.

2. The Commission waives response time to the motion.
