I. STATEMENT

A.
On March 19, 2001, the Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Applicant”), filed a Motion to Extend Deadline for Discovery Motions (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion seeks an extension, from March 23, 2001 to April 6, 2001, of the deadline for filing discovery motions as set forth in Decision No. R01-102-I.  

B.
As grounds for the Motion, Applicant states that the general unavailability of its counsel, either through his involvement in other matters or his absence from the office, renders it unable to comply with the current discovery motion filing deadline.

C.
Responses to the Motion were due on April 2, 2001, but none were filed.  The Motion indicates that at least one of the intervenors has no objection to the relief requested therein so long as any extension of the filing deadline applies to all parties. 

D.
While the grounds set forth in the Motion would not ordinarily be sufficient to justify the requested extension in the face of pertinent opposition by other parties, no party has expressed any such opposition.  Therefore, the Motion has been confessed and the relief requested therein will be granted.

II. ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Extend Deadline for Discovery Motions filed by Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, is granted.

2. The deadline for filing discovery motions set forth in Section I, Paragraph E(c) of Decision No. R01-102-I is extended to April 6, 2001.  In all other respects, the procedures and procedural schedule contained in Decision No. R01-102-I shall remain the same.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
