I. statement

A. On March 23, 2001, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed a motion for an extension of time to file its earnings test information to the Commission and its 2000 QSP Report.  Public Service requests an extension for filing its earnings test results for 2000 to April 16, 2001 and the filing of the 2000 QSP Report to May 1, 2001.  Public Service also requests a waiver of response time to the motion.

B. Public Service states that it is authorized to indicate that Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) does not oppose the two extensions.

C. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Public Service for an extension of time will be granted.  Response time is waived.

II. order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for extension of time to submit earnings test results for 2000 to April 16, 2001 is granted.

2. The motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for an extension of time to and including May 1, 2001 for the filing of its 2000 QSP Report is granted.

3. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission is granted an extension of 15 days to analyze and report to the Commission concerning Public Service Company of Colorado’s earnings test.  Staff is also granted an extension of 30 days in which to report to the Commission concerning its review of Public Service Company of Colorado’s QSP Report.

4. Response time to the motion is waived.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
