I. Statement

A. On March 29, 2001, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed a Motion for a One Week Extension of Time to and including April 6, 2001 within which to file its statement of position in this case. Statements of position were due on March 26, 2001. In support of the motion, Staff’s attorney states that he has been out of the office for approximately 8 working days during the month of March because of family medical concerns and scheduled annual leave.  In addition, Staff states that it did not receive certain exhibits of Applicant, RTD until March 27, 2001.  

B. On April 2, 2001, RTD filed a response objecting to the motion.  RTD points out that since statements of position were due on March 26, 2001, Staff’s motion for an extension of time is untimely.  In addition, RTD states if the motion were granted, Staff would be the only party to have an advantage in preparing its position statement since it would have the other parties statements of position.    

C. One of the purposes of establishing a due date for the filing of simultaneous statements of position/briefs is to insure fairness.  Rather than deny Staff’s motion, in order to provide a level playing field for all of the parties, all of the non-Staff parties will be granted a period of time to reply to Staff’s statement of position.

II. order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Staff of the Public Utilities Commission for an extension of time to and including April 6, 2001 within which to file its statement of position is granted.

2. The non-Staff parties may file a reply to staff’s statement of position on or before April 18, 2001. 

3. Response time to the motion is waived.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
