I. statement

A. At the parties’ request, I conducted a scheduling conference on April 4, 2001.  The conference reset the procedural schedule. C. Trial data certificates containing that information specified in Decision No. R00-1487-I will be filed on August 1, 2001.  The Hearing Commissioner will conduct a prehearing conference in this matter on August 3, 2001.

D. The discovery procedures set forth in Rule 77, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, apply to this proceeding with the following exception:  Responses to discovery requests relating to the answer testimony filed on June 27, 2001 and the rebuttal and cross-answer testimony filed on July 20, 2001 shall be provided within five business days of service of the requests.

E. Discovery requests relating to Qwest Corporation’s direct and supplemental direct testimony shall be served on or before June 27, 2001; discovery requests relating to intervenors’ answer testimony shall be served on or before July 20, 2001; discovery requests relating to rebuttal and cross-answer testimony shall be served on or before July 25, 2001.  No discovery request shall be made after July 25, 2001.
