A. By motions received April 9, 2001, counsel for REANET Corporation (“REANET”) in both dockets requests permission to withdraw, pertinently noting that since the bankruptcy filing of REANET on April 2, 2001, counsel no longer represents REANET.  An appropriate order will enter.

B. Left unresolved is the future of these two dockets.  This office notes that these dockets were filed some time ago, with scheduled hearings continued upon the assurance of counsel that satisfactory negotiations were ongoing and resulting stipulations would be filed.  This has occurred with one CenturyTel company, leaving open questions regarding the remaining telephone companies named in Docket No. 00A-561T, as well as the final outcome in Docket No. 00A-656T.

C. Foremost, is the question of whether or not REANET wishes to proceed with either or both of these dockets.  If not, then no further inquiry need ensue.  Accordingly, this office will require that within 15 days of the mailing date of this interim order REANET advise this agency in writing whether it intends to pursue either or both of these dockets.  Failure to respond will result in the dismissal of these two dockets before this agency.

1. The law firm of Lottner Rubin Fishman Brown and Saul, P.C., is hereby granted permission to withdraw as counsel for REANET Corporation in both of these dockets.
