statement

A. By conference call between K N Wattenberg Transmission, LLC (“K N”), Public Service Company of Colorado, the City of Fort Morgan, and the staff of the Commission, held in late March 2001, the parties to this matter requested a second vacating of the scheduled hearing and the establishment of a third set of hearing dates.  Additionally, a schedule was established for presentation of intervenors’ written testimony and documentary evidence.  As a condition of granting this last continuance, this office required of K N that it waive applicable statutory time limits, since the previous settings and continuances have largely consumed the allowed litigation time.  This is a condition for the granting of this last setting.  Regrettably, to date there has been no waiver of statutory time limits filed by K N in these dockets.  This has created a problem in the processing of these two cases, giving this agency few options other than to dismiss one or more of these applications and compel the parties to start over, a wasteful end result given the amount of effort already put into these two dockets.  An appropriate order will enter.

2. Intervenors are hereby required to submit written direct testimony and copies of all documentary evidence intended to be used by 5:00 p.m., May 16, 2001, with delivery to be accomplished by either hand, fax, or e-mail on that date and time if necessary. Permanent written copies are to be served within one business day of fax or e-mail.

3. K N Wattenburg Transmission, LLC, will file a list of its rebuttal witnesses with a brief description of the items or issues to be rebutted by 5:00 p.m. on June 1, 2001, also by hand delivery, fax, or e-mail if necessary, with written copies served within one business day if fax or e-mail is used.

4. Remaining discovery between the parties is to be handled on a five-business day turnaround, with responses allowed by fax or e-mail, with permanent copies within one additional business day thereafter.

5. Assuming the entry of a stipulation, legal briefs not to exceed 15 pages in length can be submitted by the parties on or before ten days after the submission of a written stipulation.

6. The above provisions are all conditioned upon K N Wattenburg Transmission, LLC submitting in writing to this Commission within five days of the mailing of this order a written waiver of the statutory time limits found in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
