I.
STATEMENT

A.
On April 13, 2001, the Complainant, Sunwest Communications, Inc. (“Sunwest”), filed a Complaint with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) against Respondent, Qwest Communications International, Inc. (“Qwest”), pursuant to Rule 61(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-61(b).

B.
On April 16, 2001, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer.  On that same date the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing (“Hearing Order”) setting the matter for hearing on June 4, 2001 at the Commission’s offices in Denver, Colorado.

C.
On April 23, 2001, Qwest filed a timely Request for Change of Hearing Date pursuant to Rule 72(a)(9) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1-72(a)(9).  In support of this request, Qwest states that its counsel is involved in a number of other matters that render June 4, 2001 an unworkable date for the hearing of this matter.

D.
Rule 72(a)(9) allows a party to a Commission complaint proceeding to request an alternate hearing date to the one established by the Commission in its Hearing Order if such request is filed with the Commission within seven days of the issuance of the Hearing Order.  Qwest’s Request for Change of Hearing Date was filed in compliance with Rule 72(a)(9).  Accordingly, the June 4, 2001 hearing date will be vacated and a new hearing date(s) will be established.

E.
On or before May 4, 2001, the parties shall advise the undersigned administrative law judge of the number of days needed to hear this matter as well as their availability for hearing during the months of June, July, and August of this year.  

II.
ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for June 4, 2001, is vacated.

2. On or before May 4, 2001, Sunwest Communications, Inc., and Qwest Communications International, Inc., shall advise the undersigned administrative law judge of the number of days needed to hear this matter as well as their availability for hearing during the months of June, July, and August of this year.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
