statement

A. On February 16, 2001, R&R Transportation, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

B. On February 26, 2001, the Commission issued notice of the application as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service

between all points in the City and County of Denver, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points within a 50-mile radius of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:

This application is restricted to providing transportation services to passengers 17 (seventeen) years of age or younger.

C. Notices of intervention were filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC and Super Shuttle International Denver, Inc.  On March 1, 2001, a letter of protest was filed by Jody Cowen, Cowen Enterprises.

D. On March 26, 2001, Applicant filed a restrictive amendment.  Applicant desires to restrict its application as follows:

1.
This authority is restricted against service to or from Denver International Airport.

2.
This authority is restricted against service to, from, or between points in Jefferson County, Colorado.

3.
This authority is restricted to providing service to children under the age of 15 years of age or younger.

E. On April 26, 2001, Applicant filed another restrictive amendment. Applicant requests to restrictively amend the application as follows:

1.
Restricted against service to all airports within a 50 mile radius of the intersection of Colfax and Broadway in Denver, Colorado

2.
Restricted against service to Central City, and Blackhawk, Colorado Casinos and hotels.

F. It is found and concluded that the proposed restrictive amendments of Applicant are restrictive in nature, and enforceable.  The restrictive amendments will be accepted.

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The restrictive amendments filed by Applicant, R&R Transportation, Inc., on March 26, 2001 and April 26, 2001 are accepted.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
