INTERIM PROCEDURAL ORDER

I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On May 15, 2001, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of Colorado (Staff) filed Volume I of its report on the first workshop in this docket. This workshop addressed Qwest Corporation's (Qwest) compliance with § 271(c) competitive checklist items number 3, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, and 13. The report contains Staff's findings with respect to issues resolved by consensus. The report states that the participants in the first workshop reached consensus on the issues discussed, with the understanding that the consensus and Staff findings are contingent on the results of the Regional Oversight Committee (ROC) testing of Qwest's operations support systems (OSS) and on Commission review of Colorado-specific commercial usage experience. 

B. Volume I of the Staff report does not address workshop issues that are at impasse.  The impasse issues are addressed in Volume IA of the report. That volume is now under review by the workshop participants. 

C. In accordance with the procedures outlined in Decision No. R00-612-I, workshop participants reviewed a draft of Volume I of the Staff report. MCIWorldCom Inc., AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., the Office of Consumer Counsel, and Qwest filed comments. Staff considered the comments in preparation of the final report. 

D. As provided in Decision No. R00-612-I, workshop participants now have an opportunity to file with the Commission objections to, recommended changes to, and any comments on Volume I of the final report. In addition, a participant may request that the hearing commissioner hold a hearing on, or other review of, the final report. The fact that an issue was resolved by consensus in the workshop does not preclude a participant from raising objections or concerns with any issue. A participant raising issues or objections about an issue resolved by consensus or about the final report, however, is expected to have raised and to have noted the issues or objections in the workshops, during review of the draft report, or both. 

E. Participants shall file their objections to, recommended changes to, and any comments on Volume I of the final report, no later than 10 days from the date of this order. Any request that the hearing commissioner hold a hearing on, or other review of, the final report, shall also be filed no later than 10 days from the date of this order. 

F. If a participant has an issue with, or objection to, a matter resolved by consensus and requests a hearing or further proceeding with respect to that matter, the participant must provide the basis for the request. In support of a request for a hearing or further proceedings, the participant must demonstrate that it has met the preconditions stated in ¶ I.D., above. 

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission's Staff's Volume I report is accepted by the hearing commissioner.
2. Any participant objecting to, seeking modification of, or a hearing on, the Volume I report shall so state within 10 days of the effective date of this order.
