I.
STATEMENT

A.
The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) by the Applicant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Wolf”), on February 22, 2001.  It was published in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed on February 26, 2001.

B.
On March 1, 2001, an intervention was filed in this matter by Jody M. Cowen, doing business as Cowen Enterprises (“Cowen”), the holder of PUC Certificate No. 47137.

C.
On April 6, 2001, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing (“Hearing Notice”).  The Hearing Notice set this matter for hearing on May 15, 2001, 9:00 a.m., at the Commission’s offices in Denver, Colorado.

D.
The undersigned called the matter for hearing at the above time and place.  However, no appearance was entered by or on behalf of either Wolf or Cowen.  A short recess was taken during which time the undersigned Administrative Law Judge contacted the Wolf representative designated in the application, its President Mr. Laleh, by telephone.  The conversation with Mr. Laleh revealed that he mistakenly understood that the Commission’s grant of Wolf’s corresponding temporary authority application in Decision No. C01-241 also constituted a grant of this permanent authority application.  As a result, he believed that further prosecution of this application, including an appearance at the May 15, 2001 hearing, was unnecessary.

E.
In light of the above-described circumstances, Wolf requested that the hearing of this matter be continued.  Good grounds having been shown, that request will be granted.  The current hearing date of May 15, 2001 will be vacated and the matter will be rescheduled for hearing on June 4, 2001.
