I.
STATEMENT

A.
The captioned proceeding was commenced on April 17, 2001 when the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) issued its Order to Show Cause and Notice of Hearing in Decision No. C01-371 (“Show Cause Order”).  The Show Cause Order set this matter for hearing on June 1, 2001, and imposed filing deadlines on the parties relating to the submission of witness and exhibit lists.

B.
On May 24, 2001, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed its Entry of Appearance in this matter.  On that same date Staff filed a Motion for Continuance of Hearing and for Continuance of Witness and Exhibit List Due Date and Request for Shortened Response Time (“Motion for Continuance”). 

C.
As grounds for the Motion for Continuance Staff indicates that a breakdown in office procedures precluded it from securing legal counsel through the Office of the Attorney General until May 23, 2001.  Therefore, it was unable to comply with the witness and exhibit list filing deadline imposed by the Show Cause Order.  It requests that the hearing be rescheduled to July 17, 2001 and that the witness and exhibits list filing deadlines be adjusted accordingly.

D.
Staff points out in the Motion for Continuance that no other party has entered an appearance in this matter.  A review of the Commission’s file reveals that no other party filed a witness and exhibits list within the timeframes set forth in the Show Cause Order.  Therefore, it appears that no party will be prejudiced by a grant of the Motion for Continuance.

E.
Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Continuance will be granted.

II.
ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Continuance of Hearing and for Continuance of Witness and Exhibit List Due Date and Request for Shortened Response Time submitted by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, is granted.

2. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for June 1, 2001, is vacated.

The Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission shall file, at least 30 days before hearing:  (1) two copies of a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses; and (2) two copies of each of the exhibits which it plans to present at the hearing.  Copies of the witness list and exhibits shall be served upon all parties to this proceeding.

5. All parties listed on Attachment A of Decision No. C01-371 shall file, at least 20 days before hearing:  (1) two copies of a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses; and (2) two copies of each of the exhibits which it plans to present at the hearing.  Copies of the witness list and exhibits shall be served upon all parties to this proceeding.

6. No witness shall be permitted to testify nor shall any document be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as provided in this Order.

7. The failure of any party to meet the above requirements constitutes grounds for dismissal of this proceeding or any defense, upon motion filed by another party, unless good cause for the non-filing is shown.

8. No further motions for continuance will be granted unless filed within 20 days of the first day of hearing, except for good cause shown.

9. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
