statement

A. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) by Aubrey Harrison Perry (“Applicant”), on April 13, 2001.  Public notice of the application was provided in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” (“Notice”) on April 23, 2001. 

B. Timely interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Durango Transportation, Inc., San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express, and Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi.

C. The Notice indicated that this matter had been set for one day of hearing on July 12, 2001.  However, the scope of the authority requested by the Applicant as well as the number of parties intervening herein dictates that this matter be set for two consecutive days of hearing.  Accordingly, by the terms of this Order the matter will be set for hearing in Durango, Colorado on July 11 and 12, 2001.

D. No witness will be permitted to testify and no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served on these dates.

E. Due to prior difficulties encountered by the Commission in locating available and suitable facilities for Commission hearings within the Durango area, the hearing dates established by this Order will be modified only upon a showing of truly extraordinary circumstances.
