STATEMENT

A.
On June 7, 2001, Respondent Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) filed its Motion to Continue Hearing Date and Date for Filing Testimony and Exhibits.  By this motion Qwest seeks to have the currently scheduled haring date of August 10, 2001 continued for a period of approximately 30 days.  The grounds for the continuance are that the Commission has scheduled Docket No. 99A-577T, the cost docket proceeding to review new rates to be made permanent as a part of Qwest’s Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions, to begin August 6, 2001, and continue day-to-day until completed.  Two weeks have been reserved for that docket.  Several of the personnel from Qwest involved in that proceeding are integral to Qwest’s presentation in this proceeding.  Qwest has contacted the only other parties to this proceeding, Staff and the Office of Consumer Counsel, and neither object to continuing the hearing.  The parties have provided additional dates.  The order below schedules the hearing for two available days as proposed by the parties.  The parties’ preferred scheduling was not utilized since the continuance will cause the procedural schedule in this proceeding to become somewhat tight.  New dates for the filing of testimony are established in the Order below.

In addition, Qwest’s request that the tariff sheets under investigation in this docket be suspended for an additional 90 days is not acted on by this order.  The Commission in its normal course of activity will suspend those tariff sheets for an additional 90 days when the initial 120-day suspension period nears its end.
