I.
STATEMENT

A.
On June 6, 2001, the Applicant in Docket No. 01A-224R, Colorado Department of Transportation (“CDOT”) filed its Request for Extension of time for filing Witness List and Exhibits.  As grounds for the request CDOT notes that the notice of hearing allowed only eight days to file its witness and exhibit list, and it was unable to prepare such a list in that time.  It seeks a ten-day extension to and including June 16, 2001 to file a witness list and copies of exhibits.

B.
Response time to the motion will be waived.  Good grounds having been shown the motion will be granted.

C.
There are two applications set for hearing on the same day, namely, June 26, 2001.  Both of the above captioned applications concern the installation of safety devices at railroad highway crossings in Delta County, Colorado.  Both crossings cross the right-of-way of the Union Pacific Railroad Company.

D.
While the Applicants in the two proceedings are different, the railroad is the same and other intervenors are the same in both proceedings.  Therefore for administrative convenience, the two applications will be heard jointly on the same record, although the two applications are not consolidated.  The hearing procedures will be as follows.  The Applicant in Docket No. 01A-146R, Delta County, will offer its case-in-chief first.  Next, the Applicant in Docket No. 01A-224R, CDOT, will offer its case-in-chief.  Then intervenors will present their testimony and exhibits.  Rebuttal, if necessary, will follow.

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Colorado Department of Transportation is authorized to file its witness and exhibit list in Docket No. 01A-224R by June 16, 2001.

2. Dockets Nos. 01A-146R and 01A-224R will be heard upon a joint record as currently scheduled on June 26, 2001.  The matters are not consolidated.
