I.
STATEMENT

A. On May 29, 2001, Yeshigeta Gebermichal, doing business as Ethio Airport Shuttle (“Respondent”) filed a motion to schedule a hearing on the merits of the case and to issue procedural orders for discovery and depositions.

B. On June 4, 2001, Complainant, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission filed a response objecting to the portion of the motion requesting procedural orders for discovery.

C. Respondent’s motion to issue procedural orders for discovery and depositions will be denied.  The Commission has established a specific discovery procedure relating to transportation cases.  Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77(c) is the applicable rule relating to discovery procedures in this transportation docket.

D. The portion of the motion of Respondent requesting that this matter be set for hearing on the merits will be granted.

ORDER

E. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Respondent Yeshigeta Gebermichael, doing business as Ethio Airport Shuttle for procedural orders for the purpose of discovery and depositions is denied.

2. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77(c) governs discovery procedures in this docket.

3. Counsel for Complainant Public Utilities Commission and Respondent shall, within ten days of the effective date of this Order, notify the Commission in writing of acceptable hearing dates for a hearing on the merits of this complaint.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
