I.
STATEMENT

A. By letter received June 8, 2001, the president of Colorado Express Airport Shuttle, LLC writes:

In regards to the civil penalty that has been assessed to my company recently, I need to consult different attorneys as to retain the best one for my case.  We then need a continuous [sic] of 120 days in order to prepare for the case. ...

From the above it appears that the respondent is requesting an unspecified and unlimited period of time within which to obtain counsel, then followed by an additional 120 days in order to prepare.  This office notes that respondent was served with a civil penalty assessment on May 4, 2001, with the hearing not scheduled until June 18, 2001.  Respondent had over a month before the filing of its request for a continuance within which to obtain counsel.  Further, an unlimited request for time within which to obtain counsel is an unreasonable request.

B. This office will grant respondent a continuance to and including July 10, 2001 within which to obtain counsel and prepare for hearing.
