I.
STATEMENT

A. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission opened this docket, No. 01I-041T, to develop a Performance Assurance Plan (“PAP”) that will assure Qwest Corporation’s (“Qwest”) ongoing compliance with 47 U.S.C. § 271 after the company has been allowed to enter the interLATA market.  On February 1, 2001, the Commission appointed a special master, Professor Phil Weiser, to work with Qwest and other intervening parties to devise a recommended approach for monitoring ongoing § 271 compliance.  

B. After numerous meetings with the parties, as well as three rounds of comments, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed the special master’s final report on June 11, 2001.  The report recommends the architecture for the PAP, as well as the performance indicators that should be monitored.

C. The hearing commissioner hereby determines that Qwest should integrate the recommendations from the special master’s final report into the Statement of Generally Accepted Terms and Conditions (“SGAT”).  By June 26, 2001, Qwest shall file proposed SGAT language consistent with the special master’s report.

D. The hearing commissioner further determines that any parties, including Qwest, who wish to file comments shall do so by July 10, 2001.  These comments can be directed to the recommendations of the report, the proposed SGAT language, or both.

E. Following this round of comments, the hearing commissioner will issue an order accepting, rejecting, or modifying the recommendations from the special master’s report, and will likewise accept, reject, or modify Qwest’s proposed SGAT language.  This order will constitute the hearing commissioner’s recommendations as to what PAP must be in place before the Commission favorably recommends Qwest’s § 271 application to the Federal Communications Commission.

II.
ORDER

A. It is ordered that:

1. The hearing commissioner accepts the special master’s final report and enters it into the record in this proceeding.

2. Qwest Corporation shall file a draft of proposed Statement of Generally Accepted Terms and Conditions language consistent with the special master’s report by June 26, 2001.

3. Parties to the proceeding may provide comments regarding the special master’s report and proposed Statement of Generally Accepted Terms and Conditions language by July 10, 2001.
