STATEMENT

A.
This proceeding was instituted by the issuance of Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (“CPAN”) No. 27053 on January 17, 2001 directed to Respondent, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Wolf”), by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.
