I.
statement

A. On May 31, 2001, Robert A. O’Neil, Benjamin L. Willey, and Craig W. Silverstein (“Movants”) filed a Motion for Permission to Practice Pro Hac Vice (“Motion for Admission”) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion for Admission seeks an order authorizing these individuals to be admitted to practice before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) in this matter as legal counsel for Holy Cross Energy, Inc. (“Holy Cross”).

B. No responsive pleading to the Motion for Admission was filed by any other party to this proceeding.

C. The Motion for Admission contains representations that all Movants are attorneys admitted to practice law in the District of Columbia and are members in good standing of the bar of the Court of Appeals of the District of Columbia.  The Motion for Admission also states that Mr. O’Neil is admitted to practice law before the Supreme Judicial Court of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, that Mr. Willey is admitted to practice law before the Court of Appeals of the State of Maryland and the Court of Appeals of the State of Iowa, and that Mr. Silverstein is admitted to practice law before the Court of Appeals of the State of Maryland. 

D. The Motion for Admission also contains a representation that Movants will collaborate in the representation of Holy Cross with its Colorado counsel, John W. Kemp.

E. Rule 21(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21(a), provides that a party to a Commission proceeding may, in the Commission’s discretion, be represented by an attorney at law currently in good standing before the highest tribunal of another state as authorized in Rule 121, § 1-2 and Rule 221 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (“CRCP”).  CRCP 221.1 allows any attorney at law in good standing from any other jurisdiction in the United States to be admitted to practice before state agencies at the discretion of the presiding administrative hearing officer.

F. The Motion for Admission complies with the rules cited above and, accordingly, will be granted.

1. The motion of Robert A. O’Neil, Benjamin L. Willey and Craig W. Silverman for permission to practice pro hac vice is granted.
