I.
statement

A. On July 5, 2001, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  The OCC moves to amend the procedural schedule previously entered in this docket. OCC requests an extension of time to and including September 18, 2001 for intervenors and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) to file reply testimony/comments.  OCC also requests that the hearing currently scheduled for July 31, 2001 be rescheduled to October 2 through 4, 2001.  The OCC states that Qwest Corporation and Staff support the motion.  The OCC also states that counsel for WorldCom, Inc., and the Colorado Payphone Association (“CPA”) does not object to the motion.

B. Under the current procedural schedule, reply testimony/comments are due on or before July 17, 2001.  The hearing is currently scheduled for July 31, 2001.

C. Because of the constraints relating to rulemaking pursuant to § 24-4-103(3), C.R.S., the motion of the OCC will be deferred for consideration as a preliminary matter at the hearing on July 31, 2001, at which time a ruling will be issued on the motion.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The unopposed motion of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to amend procedural schedule and reschedule hearing will be considered and ruled upon at the start of the hearing on July 31, 2001.

2. The request of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel for a waiver of response time is denied.

3. The filing date of July 17, 2001 for reply testimony/comments is suspended.
