I.
statement

A. On July 11, 2001, Charles Monahan (“Complainant”), pro se filed a motion to continue the hearing scheduled for July 16, 2001 and for an enlargement of time to file a response to the motion of Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) to dismiss the complaint.

B. Complainant moves to continue the hearing scheduled for July 16, 2001 and to reschedule the hearing for September 17, 24, or 25, 2001.  Complainant states that he and Qwest have agreed to explore possible settlement options in an attempt to resolve the complaint.  Complainant also states that he has contacted Qwest concerning the motion to continue, and Qwest indicated that it did not object.  The motion to continue the hearing will be granted.

C. In addition, Complainant requests an enlargement of time to file a response to Qwest’s motion to dismiss the complaint filed by Qwest on June 21, 2001.

D. A ruling on the motion to dismiss was issued in Decision No. R01-701-I (June 10, 2001) after the response time to the motion had run pursuant to the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Since an order has already been issued, the motion of Complainant for an enlargement of time to respond is moot.
