I.
Statement

A. By motion filed July 19, 2001, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) seeks a two-day extension of time to file testimony.  Qwest notes that its testimony was due July 19, 2001.  Its witnesses are due to file testimony in a related docket on July 20, 2001.  Qwest seeks an extension of two working days from July 19, 2001 until July 23, 2001 to file its testimony.  It is represented that neither Staff nor the Office of Consumer Counsel oppose the request.  Good grounds having been shown the request should be granted.

B. By addendum filed July 19, 2001, Qwest states that “Intervenors request a brief extension for filing rebuttal testimony and request an extension until August 28, 2001.”  It is unclear whether Qwest is filing a motion on behalf of the intervenors to extend the time for filing their testimony, or whether the lack of opposition from the intervenors was premised upon them being granted a similar two-day extension of time, thus preserving the amount of time available to review the Qwest testimony.  The addendum does not set forth any independent grounds for an extension of time for intervenor testimony.  However, it is customary that when an extension is granted for the filing of testimony a similar extension is granted for the testimony that addresses the first testimony.  Therefore a two-working day extension of time will be allowed for the intervenors, not the three days suggested in the addendum.

II.
Order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Qwest Corporation shall file its testimony and exhibits in this proceeding no later than July 23, 2001.  Intervenors shall file their testimony by August 27, 2001.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
