statement

A. By application received April 23, 2001, Tsengel and Uyanga Purevsuren requested authority for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Boulder, Clear Creek, Eagle, Elbert, Gilpin, Pitkin, and Weld on the other hand.  Pursuant to Commission notice this matter was scheduled for hearing on July 19, 2001.

B. On July 19, 2001, the matter was called for hearing and various intervenors in this matter all withdrew subject to restrictive amendments deleting the counties of Boulder, Denver, Gilpin, Jefferson, and Weld from the application, plus a restriction against service to, from, or between those portions of Adams County lying within a circle having a six-mile radius of the intersection of Nickle and Midway Streets, Broomfield, Colorado.  With the various withdrawals the matter became eligible for assignment to this Commission’s modified procedure docket.

C. In addition, as part of its restrictive amendment with Golden West Commuter, the Purevsurens agreed to delete the trade name “Golden Way” from their application so as to not create confusion with Golden West Commuter.

Ii.
order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Tsengel and Uyanga Purevsuren are hereby granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for:

The transportation of

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service

between all points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, and Douglas, State of Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the counties of Clear Creek, Eagle, Elbert, and Pitkin on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:

Restricted against any transportation services to, from, or between those points in Adams County lying within a circle having a six-mile radius of the intersection of Nickle and Midway Streets, Broomfield, Colorado.

2. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
