A. Recommended Decision No. R01-786 was issued in the captioned proceeding on July 27, 2001.  That decision approved the Stipulation of Parties; Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Withdraw Intervention (“Stipulation”) filed in this matter by the Applicant, Yefim Livshits, doing business as Central Transit (“Central Transit”), and the sole Intervenor, Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”).  Approval of the Stipulation resulted in the dismissal of the Golden West intervention and a grant of the Central Transit application, as amended by the Stipulation, pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedure.

B. On August 7, 2001, Decision No. R01-786-E was issued for the purpose of deleting Jefferson County from the authority granted to Central Transit as described in Section II., Paragraph B. and Section III., Paragraph A.4. of Decision No. R01-786.  

C. Further review of Section II., Paragraph B. and Section III., Paragraph A.4. of Decision No. R01-786 reveals that it fails to include a description of the type of authority (call-and-demand limousine service) to be granted to Central Transit.  This Errata Notice is issued for the purpose of correcting that error.  

D. Section II., Paragraph B. of Decision No. R01-786 is hereby modified to read as follows:

 
B.
Under the terms of the Stipulation, the parties propose that the authority requested be modified so as to authorize Central Transit to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service:

between all points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.

Section III., Paragraph A.4. of Decision No. R01-786 is herby modified to read as follows:

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

between all points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.
