statement

A. On July 24, 2001, Respondent Golden A&B, Inc., doing business as Sun Express Airport Shuttle (“Golden A&B”) filed its Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing.
  By this motion Golden A&B seeks a continuance for an additional 120 days to retain an attorney.

On July 25, 2001, Staff filed its Response in Opposition.  Staff notes that this matter has been previously continued once for the same reason.  Respondent’s second motion is identical to the motion previously filed on June 13, 2001.  Staff notes the second motion states no new grounds that would justify rescheduling the hearing and does not address what steps Respondent has taken to retain counsel during the additional time granted.

B. Staff’s analysis of the motion is compelling.  No good grounds having been shown, the motion is denied.
