I.
STATEMENT

A.
On July 31, 2001, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed a Motion for Enlargement of Time Within Which to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R01-739 (“Staff Motion”).

B.
On August 2, 2001, the County of Delta, State of Colorado (“Delta County”) also filed a Request for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision (“Delta County Motion”).

C.
On August 3, 2001, the Colorado Department of Transportation (“CDOT”) filed its Request for Extension of Time for Filing Exceptions (“CDOT Motion”).


D.
Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R01-739 are currently due on or before August 8, 2001.

E.
All the motions referred to above request an extension of time, through and including September 24, 2001, within which to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R01-739.  As grounds for the requested extension, all parties indicate that it will be necessary to review the transcript of the hearing of this matter in connection with the preparation of their exceptions and that such transcript will not be available until August 24, 2001.  In addition, Staff’s legal counsel indicates that his review of the hearing transcript may take somewhat longer that normal since he did not attend or participate in the hearing.

F.
By Decision No. R01-802-I the parties to this proceeding were ordered to file any desired responses to the Staff Motion on or before August 3, 2001.  However, by correspondence dated August 1, 2001, Delta County advised that it had no objection to the Staff Motion.  By correspondence dated August 2, 2001, the Union Pacific Railroad Company advised that it did not object to either the Staff Motion or the Delta County Motion.  In addition, both the Delta County Motion and the CDOT Motion contain a representation that no other party objects to the requested extension.

G.
Rule 92 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-92, authorizes the Commission to extend the time for filing exceptions to recommended decisions.  Due to the length of time needed to prepare and adequately review the hearing transcript, the enlargement of time requested by the parties is warranted.  Accordingly, the Staff Motion, the Delta County Motion, and the CDOT Motion will be granted and the response time to all such motions will be waived.

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Enlargement of Time Within Which to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R01-739 filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission is granted.

2. The Request for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision filed by the County of Delta, State of Colorado is granted.

3. The Request for Extension of Time for Filing Exceptions filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation is granted.

4. The response time to the motions referred to in ordering paragraph nos. 1 through 3 above is waived.

5. Any desired exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R01-739 shall be filed on or before September 24, 2001.

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
