STATEMENT

A. On August 3, 2001, Applicant, the Regional Transportation District (“RTD”) filed a motion to amend its application, expanding the original application to include a request to modify an at grade crossing of the Denver Union Terminal tail tracks crossing at the 16th Street Mall in Denver, Colorado.
