statement

A. On August 13, 2001, Equilon Pipeline Company, LLC (“Equilon”) and Merit Energy Company (“Merit”) filed a Joint Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule.

B. The parties state that they have been involved in informal settlement discussions.  They indicate that they have not had sufficient time to fully discuss opportunities for settlement.  Therefore they request a modification of the current procedural schedule and of the hearing date currently scheduled on September 10, 2001.
