I.
STATEMENT

A.
On August 22, 2001, Pine Drive Telephone Company (“Pine Drive”) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits (“Motion for Extension”) and for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion for Waiver”) in the captioned proceeding.  Pine Drive’s direct testimony and exhibits are currently due on August 27, 2001, pursuant to Decision No. C01-691.  It seeks an extension of time to September 17, 2001 to make this filing.  The Motion for Waiver requests that the response time to the Motion for Extension be waived.   

B.
As grounds for the Motion for Extension, Pine Drive states that it and the other parties to this proceeding, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”), have reached an agreement in principal for the resolution of the issues involved in this docket.  Rather than prepare and file its direct testimony and exhibits at this time, Pine Drive requests that the parties be afforded time to prepare and finalize an appropriate settlement agreement.  The Motion for Extension represents that the Staff and the OCC support the relief requested therein.  This forms the basis for the Motion for Waiver.

C.
Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Extension and the Motion for Waiver will be granted.  

II.
ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Pine Drive Telephone Company, is granted.

2. The deadline for the filing of Pine Drive Telephone Company’s direct testimony and exhibits set forth in Decision No. C01-691 is extended to September 17, 2001.  In all other respects, the procedures and procedural schedule contained in Decision No. C01-691 shall remain the same.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
