statement

A. By Interim Order No. R01-824-I (August 9, 2001), the motion of the Regional Transportation District (“RTD”) to amend its application to include a request to modify an at-grade crossing of the Denver Union Terminal tail tracks crossing at the 16th Street Mall in Denver, Colorado was granted.  The motion of RTD for a ten-day notice of the amended application was also granted.  The amended application was noticed and a ten-day period was granted to file objections and/or interventions.  The hearing of the amended application was scheduled for August 23, 2001.

B. On August 20, 2001, the City and County of Denver filed an objection to the amended application. 

C. On August 21, 2001, the United States Postal Service filed a Notice of Intervention to the amended application.

D. On August 20, 2001, RTD filed a motion to vacate the hearing scheduled for August 23, 2001.  As grounds for the motion, RTD believes that a settlement agreement may be possible, thereby obviating the need for a hearing.  RTD believes that a 20-day period should be adequate for a determination as to whether the parties can reach an agreement.  RTD proposes that if no agreement is reached by September 10, 2001, RTD will obtain available dates from all parties of record for the purpose of resetting the hearing.

E. Good cause having been shown, the motion of RTD to vacate the hearing is granted.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate the Hearing currently scheduled for August 23, 2001, filed by the Regional Transportation District is granted.

2. If no settlement agreement is reached at the close of business on September 10, 2001, the Regional Transportation District shall contact all parties of record for the purpose of obtaining acceptable hearing dates, and notify the Commission of same.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
